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This is the valve.  You’ll see a groove around it from where it presses against the seat.  You’ll need to polish this out.  Clean the seat.  I would not recommend you try polishing the seat.  You’ll see why when you get it apart.  Check the spring and make sure it is not broken or cracked or deformed in any way.  You’ll have to reset the oil pressure when you reassemble it.





Remove the cap.


Most likely it is safety wired.


Then remove the nut (35) that holds the adjuster screw.  Pull out the adjuster screw and spring.  Then remove the large 22 mm nut.  Using a magnet, you can extract the valve (34).








This is the valve you’ll be removing.  The grove will be on the beveled edge where it sits flush against this very sharp edge.
